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Upper Verde

USGS (Verde River Watershed): The study will focus on data collection/compilation/assessment/maintenance, GIS covers or “electronic base maps” that will be used to manipulate data.  A flow path evaluation will be done, along with a water budget.  A conceptual geohydrologic model will be developed.  Additional coordination with other investigations will continue with ongoing USGS/Water Protection Fund projects and with investigations based out of NAU.  A USGS fact sheet will be prepared to present the basic issues of the study.

Funding: $85,000

University of Arizona:  The purpose of this IGA is to characterize and describe the watershed and watershed processes, assess the current condition at a reconnaissance level and identify areas where there are potential opportunities for watershed enhancement.

Funding:  $38,000

USGS:  This IGA is with the USGS for continuation of their long-term plan for the Upper and Middle Verde, North Central Arizona and the Northern Gila County area.

Funding:  $150,000

Northern Arizona University:  The objectives were to develop a database to track development and land uses in the Big Chino Sub Basin, to create and analyze development scenarios for the study area based on several growth levels, and provide a detailed written record of the methodology for updating purposes.
